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Well, our planning applications for 
Phase 1 were turned down. The 
Railway Shop July Newsletter on 
page 5 gives the details but what I 
would like to amplify here is that 
we are not deterred. The restora-
tion of the Southwold Railway is 
an important project that deserves 
to succeed and I am determined 
that it should.�The main point of 
interest to us at the moment is the 
new  government machinery 
wherein useful infrastructure 
projects will be judged by an 
independent panel who will 
properly assess whether the 
general interest is served by a 
project. Those opposed to projects 
of all kinds are very good now at 
opposing and I guess HMG has 
twigged that it not going to get a 
nuclear power station, or a run-
way, or a road through the plan-
ning system as matters stand. The 
Trust will await this new process 
with interest, the intention being to 
submit a proposal for a complete 
Halesworth to Southwold railway. 
That should count as infrastruc-

ture. Interestingly, an outline plan-
ning application has just been ap-
proved for a major hotel/leisure fa-
cility at Henham Park. The railway 
would be able to serve this. Now 
the dust has settled a bit we need 
to turn our attention to something 
within our power to achieve and 
so, apart from some smaller pro-
jects we have had on the back 
burner for a while (more next is-
sue), we intend to get ourselves a 
locomotive……... 
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The main project now proposed is 
to create a full size working rep-
lica Sharp Stewart 2-4-0 three foot 
gauge locomotive � to be located at 
a Southwold Railway Engine Shed 
Museum   adjacent to a  section ���
������ upon which it might be 
driven. David Negus and I are 
looking at  various possibilities for 
the siting of this. Preliminary con-
tact has been made with a British 
manufacturer who has the capabil-
ity of  supplying the locomotive, 
the target sum to be raised being 
£250,000. Whilst this may seem

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Ladies and Gentlemen.     I wish to add my own wel-

come to this, the first AGM of the Trust and  thank 

you for coming. 

 

The past year has been a busy one for your Board and 

has seen two successes and, sadly, one failure.      We 

were granted company status limited by guarantee in 

August of last year which provides the legal status 

which was absent as a society and which limits the 

financial liability of members in respect of the Trust.   

Then, in November we achieved charitable status 

which has a number of advantages the most signifi-

cant being that when we receive donations from any-

one who pays U.K. income tax we can claim 28p in 

the pound from H.M. Revenue and Customs.  I must 

say the prospect of getting money from this source 

gives me great satisfaction having over the past 60 

years given them most of mine. 

 

However, we were not successful in our application 

for planning approval to reinstate a railway from 

Southwold Pier to Halesworth with a Park and Ride 

facility at Henham alongside the A12. This is de-

scribed in our publication ‘Blueprint for a Railway’.    

As at previous AGMs I must acknowledge the enor-

mous amount of effort and expertise which David 

Negus and John Bennett have devoted to this project 

and although the decision was of great disappointment 

for all Board members they in particular had most 

cause to feel aggrieved.    Much of the opposition to 

the scheme was ill conceived, often based on misun-

derstanding (in some cases deliberate) of the propos-

als and generally characterised by a vindictiveness 

which was out of all proportion to the issues.    Being 

described as developers was particularly hard to take.    

But even more worrying was the reaction of the plan-

ning authorities which not only seemed to be unduly 

influenced by the objectors but also failed to discuss 

the advantages of the scheme.   For example the relief 

which the Park and Ride facility would bring to the 

increasing parking problems in Southwold did not 

receive sufficient consideration and of course no radi-

cal alternatives to a Park and Ride were put forward. 

 

On a happier note we had our usual get-together when 

over 30 members attended the lunch at the Blyth Ho-

tel.   This was a departure from previous years when 

we had a dinner but the change seemed to be very 

acceptable to members and certainly allowed more 

time for the film which John very kindly arranged for 

us at the Electric Picture Palace.  This time it was a 

feature film and what better than ‘The Train’ with 

Burt Lancaster.   Our track walks continued with the 

New Year event from Blythburgh to Southwold in 

splendid weather and we are once more indebted to 

Jane Bennett for the sumptuous buffet the prospect of 

which kept us going.   The May walk, by contrast, was 

made in appalling weather with washed out bridges 

and flooded fields.  More a wade than a walk.   About 

seven intrepid members finished the course but I  have  

to admit I opted out.      The Southwold Railway Shop 

continued to attract a lot of interest with plenty of 

visitors but we need more volunteers so that the open-

ing hours can be extended so if you fancy spending a 

few enjoyable hours as a volunteer please speak to 

Maureen.  John has some imaginative ideas to im-

prove the window displays and the interior layout. 
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Turning to the future, although the Board is natu-

rally feeling rather bruised by the failure to bring 

about the reinstatement scheme it realises there is no 

point in raking over what is now past by constantly 

recalling how unfair life is because others are so 

unreasonable.     So it is that David and John along 

with Board members Alastair Macfarlane and Gra-

ham Thurston are investigating a number of alterna-

tive schemes which are less ambitious such as the 

construction of a length of track which may require 

no authorisation at local level and which perhaps 

will initially be a tourist attraction but forming the 

basis of a later more extensive scheme along the 

lines of what has just been refused.   In going down 

this path the Board is also aware that the Govern-

ment has plans to remove from local planning au-

thorities the right to decide on infrastructure projects 

(they are thinking in terms of airport extensions and 

nuclear power stations) but which could also extend 

to transport proposals.  Such changes might serve us 

well in the future when the need for alternative 

transport and parking arrangements cannot be ig-

nored. 

 

To provide the finance for taking the eventual pro-

ject forward we have therefore set up a Locomotive 

Fund with a target sum of £250,000  (of which the 

£4000 allocated for ‘Blueprint for a Railway’ will 

form a part).   The target sum is roughly the cost of 

acquiring a full size replica Sharp Stewart 2-4-0.    

Members and supporters are therefore invited to do-

nate to this fund and to complete the Gift Aid form 

if able to do so. 

 

The Board is conscious that in recent years all our 

resources have been devoted to the reinstatement 

and other projects have been put on hold.   How-

ever, we are now considering a number of activities 

to proceed alongside any revised plans for the lay-

ing down of track and we have already decided to 

do some work on the commemorative seat at Wal-

berswick Station which, after 11 years of wear and 

weather, is looking a bit seedy.   We will also have a 

look at the Blythburgh coal shed and the engine in-

spection pits at Bird’s Folly to see if anything can 

be done with them. Another is to revive an old idea 

to place informative plaques along the old track 

where this can be walked.  We would, of course, 

welcome from members other suggestions which 

will preserve and promote the memory of the old 

Southwold Railway. 

 

Despite the recent set-back I look forward to the 

future, confident that the Trust will be able to carry 

out the ideas and ambitions which prompted the for-

mation of the Society and to continue to contribute 

to the attractions of this very special area.    My con-

fidence is bolstered by the support of the members 

of the Board and I would like to end by expressing 

my gratitude for all their hard work and commit-

ment over the past year and their ready willingness 

to humour me on occasions.

‘The Great Eastern Railway Employees 
Dinner’ was held on Friday evening, 6th 
February, at the Corn Hall, Halesworth. In 
the chair was the Halesworth stationmaster 
Mr. C .E. Jarvis. ‘The Southwold Railway 
Staff was represented by Mr. H. J. Wright, 
Station-master; and Messrs. H. Sallows, C. 
Barnes, G, Bird, J. Brabbing and J. 
Nicholls…Referring to the last half yearly 
return Mr. Jarvis said it was a splendid 
one in every way. So far as Halesworth 
was concerned they had held their own 
very well indeed, and taking the returns for 
1913 with those of 5 years previous they 
had something like an increase of £4,000 
at this station alone. (Applause.)’ 
 
On the 18th February at Southwold magis-
trates’ court, ‘Mark Goldsmith, bricklayer, 
was charged with stealing 36 lbs. of coal, 
of the value of 6d., the property of Thomas 
Moy, Ltd. – P.C. George Haines stated he 
met defendant about 11.30 on the night of 
February 7th, carrying three pieces of coal 
under his arm. About midnight he again 
saw the defendant carrying a bag which 
looked half full. – Evidence was given as to 
a bag of coal missing from a truck at the 
[Southwold] station yard. – Inspector Ruf-
fles stated that he went to the house of de-
fendant with the constable. There was 
about 1¼ cwt. of coal in the cupboard, but 

of two sorts. They searched the house and 
premises for the bag, but were unable to 
find it. – The defendant stated that he saw 
what appeared to be a man lying down, but 
found it to be coal, and took some lumps 
away. He was fined 9s. 6d., with 10s. 6d. 
costs, or seven days [in prison].’ 
 
At the Halesworth Urban Council meeting 
of the evening of 9th March, ‘A letter was 
read from the Secretary of the Great East-
ern Railway, acknowledging receipt of the 
resolution passed at the last meeting of the 
Council with regard to placing a bridge 
over the railway by Halesworth Station for 
foot passengers and vehicles.’ 
 
For the last week of March and the first 
two of April the Halesworth Times carried 
the following advertisement on its front 
page: 
 
SOUTHWOLD  RAILWAY  COMPANY 
FOR  SALE. – 239  BUNDLES  of  WITHIES’ 

suitable as Pea and  Bean Sticks   
–  Apply’  to  STATION  MASTERS.  

 

[Not an exact copy] 
 
On the 7th April the newspaper reported a 
meeting of Southwold Town Council, ‘The 
Estates Committee having considered an 
application from the Southwold Railway 
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SOUTHWOLD   RAILWAY   INCIDENTS 

         in the Year 1914 (part 1)

  Company, and inspected the land required, 
recommended, “That with regard to the land 
near the [Southwold] station, as shown on 
the plan, amounting to a strip off No. 1 Buss 
Creek, two whole allotments, and portions of 
three others, in all one rood thirteen 
perches, it be sold on a perpetual rent-
charge, the Company to make arrangements 
with the various tenants and compensate 
them for disturbance and fence in the 
ground, move the gate and the gate-way at 
the entrance of the marsh, and extend the 
surface water drain beyond the gateway.” 
The recommendation was agreed to, and the 
rent of the land was fixed at 4s. per rod per 
annum, yielding £10  12s. per annum. With 
regard to the strip staked out at the Cutting, 
it was recommended that the Company be 
allowed to cut back twelve feet instead of 
twenty-three feet asked for, and the ballast 
excavated be charged at the rate of 9d. per 
cubic yard on the following conditions: the 
material not be used for works outside the 
borough; the footbridge to be left secure; 
whins  to be cut for a path along the railings 
as at present, and some whins to be planted 
on the new face of the cutting; concrete 
posts to be put in to mark the Corporation 
boundary. – This recommendation was also 
agreed to.’ 
 
This application was further raised in a 
council meeting reported in the newspaper 
on the 5th May, ‘The report of the Committee 
of the whole Council was submitted dealing 
with a letter from the Southwold Railway 
Company stating that for certain reasons 
they were compelled to abandon some of the 
proposed alterations at the station, but they 
would carry out a portion of the work if the 
Council would agree to let them have a strip 
of land 20 feet wide from the ditch to the 
main road as shown in the plan submitted, 
provided a reasonable figure could be of-
fered; also stating that they agreed to the 
terms of the Council with regard to the strip 

of land at the cutting, but they thought short 
steel rails would do for marking the bound-
ary instead of concrete posts; also asking 
for permission to use temporarily the strip of 
land from their property to the cutting near 
the white gate for the purpose of laying a 
line of metals, the land to be properly fenced 
in for the time being. The recommendations 
were agreed to.’ 
 
The Halesworth Times of the 19th May car-
ried an account under the heading of ‘THE 
HALESWORTH LIGHT RAILWAY’, ‘An ef-
fort is again being made to induce the East 
Suffolk County Council to take steps to ob-
tain an Order for the construction of a light 
railway from Laxfield to Halesworth, so as 
to link up the Mid-Suffolk Light Railway 
with this town and facilitate traffic between 
East and West Suffolk. A resolution will be 
moved by Cannon Abbay at the meeting of 
the County Council on May 26th, which if 
carried will authorise that body to apply to 
the Local Government Board for leave to 
lend financial assistance, but will not pledge 
it thereto. Every householder in the locality 
is asked to assist the desirable movement by 
sending a postcard at once to Mr. J. B. 
Chevalier, Aspall Hall, Debenham, express-
ing his view of the matter…’  
 
At the meeting of the 26th May the resolu-
tion was, ‘That the Council do forthwith 
make application to the Light Railway Com-
missioners for authorisation to advance to 
the Halesworth Light Railway either by way 
of a loan or as part of the share capital of 
the Halesworth Light Railway, or partly in 
one way or partly in the other, any sums not 
exceeding £15,000.’ There was a lengthy 
ebate in which Alderman Canon Abbay said, 
‘When the Railway was completed it would 
open up the coast to the Midlands and 
Southwold would become a second Felix-
stowe’. Mr. E. W. Moore added, ‘the com-
pletion was absolutely necessary for the 



progress of the district. When the Midland 
Railway Company were approached to run 
a line from Haughley Station they declined, 
on the ground that there was a territorial 
agreement with the Great Eastern Railway, 
but that agreement had been broken by the 
building of the Mid-Suffolk line, and if the 
line was completed the Midland Railway 
could run right through to Southwold.’ The 
council referred the matter to their Finance 
Committee ‘for examination and report.’ 
 
‘4th BATTALION SUFFOLK REGIMENT. F 
Com- pany Orders, Halesworth, 2/6/14…
MUSKETRY.- All N.C. Officers and Men 
who have not fired their Instructional Prac-
tices will fire on Thursday afternoon next, 
and all Recruits on Saturday afternoon at 
Southwold. Train leaves at 1.15 p.m. [arrive 
Southwold 1.52pm] each day…(signed) F. 
J. RODWELL, Capt.’ 
 
Halesworth Urban Council met on Monday 
8th June, ‘The following letter was read from 
the General Manager of the Great Eastern 
Railway Company, Mr. H. W. Thornton. “In 
reply to your letter of the 10th February last, 
conveying a resolution passed by the Coun-
cil as to the Halesworth Railway Station 
level crossing, I have had the question 
looked into and find that the gradient of the 
road is too steep to admit of the construc-
tion of the bridge suggested. I regret that 
the public should have experienced unnec-
essary delay at the crossing. I understand 
that every effort is made to work the traffic 
as quickly as possible, and to ensure that 
there should be no relaxation in this re-
spect; the station staff have been instructed 
to give the matter their special attention.” 
The clerk said, in acknowledging the receipt 
of this letter, he had pointed out to the Gen-
eral Manager that no reference had been to 
the request of the Council for the provision 
of a footbridge for pedestrian traffic, which 
having regard to the delay caused to work-

ing men going to and from their meals was 
of much importance… Mr. Mills pointed out 
that there was evidently more delay to ve-
hicular traffic than was recognised at the 
head offices of the Company, it being no 
uncommon thing to be kept waiting for 10 
or 15 minutes, especially during shunting 
operations. After some discussion it was 
decided to await the reply to the Clerk’s 
letter.’ 
 
The GER replied to this request in July but 
turned it down on the grounds that ‘the traf-
fic is not sufficient to warrant the expense.’ 
 
On the 11th August the newspaper reported 
that Halesworth Urban Council had re-
ceived, ‘A letter from the Great Eastern 
Railway in respect to a proposal from the 
Council for watering the approach to the 
Railway Station [which] was referred to the 
Highways and Sanitary Committee…’ 
 
In the same edition, ‘PETTY SESSIONS RE-
PORTS – HALESWORTH – Walter 
Thurston, of Halesworth, railway porter, 
was summoned for not causing his four chil-
dren to attend school. The Bench in one 
case inflicted a fine of 1s., costs 7s.; the 
other cases were withdrawn.’ 
 
The Halesworth Times of the 8th September 
carried the stirring headline, ‘LORD 
KITCHENER’S NEW ARMY – SOUTH-
WOLD – There was no lack of enthusiasm 
at the recruiting meeting held in the Market 
at Southwold Thursday evening [3rd Septem-
ber]… Earlier in the day a large crowd 
gathered in the Market Place and accompa-
nied to the railway station a contingent of 
the National Reserve who had volunteered 
for service and were leaving for Bury St. 
Edmund’s. The Mayor presented to each 
man a packet of tobacco…A farewell smok-
ing concert was given at Southwold on Sat-
urday night… During the evening patriotic 



songs were sung and on a call by the Mayor 
more volunteers came forward. On Monday 
[7th September], at 9.30, the fifty-four vol-
unteers parded [sic] in the Market Place. 
The men, headed by the band, then marched 
to the Station, and entrained for Ipswich, 
being given a hearty cheer by the crowd 
(who packed the whole of the station enclo-
sure) as the train moved off.’ 
The train from Southwold was presumably 
the 10.15 am, arriving at Halesworth at 
10.52.

The 
photo was taken by either their mother, Jo-
sephine Robbins (nee Capell) or their fa-
ther, Gordon Robbins.

The family holidayed often in South-
wold from the time of WW1. My mother, 
after gaining a degree from the University 
of St. Andrews, served most of the war at 
Biggin Hill, before spending time after the 
war in Melbourne, Australia (also in the R.

The details of the Phase 1 proposal— Henham Park to Southwold Pier
