And finally...

When Charles Dickens was born in 1811 there werpassenger rail-
ways and both he and the characters in his easglsaanoved around
on foot, horseback, cart or stagecoach. Such kesailway mania in
the middle of the century that by the time he d€dyears later the
main railway structure was in place and he uséedeuently on his nu-
merous speaking tours and wrote a number of skanies with a rail-
way theme.

He was unlucky enough to be involved in severdiveai adventures
including a serious accident on 9th June 1865 whtnning to London
from Paris with his mistress Ellen Ternan and hethar. He had al-
ready ditched his wife but, with his high publiofle, needed the pres-
ence of Mrs Ternan to preserve the veneer of cégpiity. At this pe-
riod the arrival time of the cross channel ferryswiependent on the
tide at Folkestone so the timetable of the boatdraaried from day to
day and were thus called ‘tidals’.
